There are three parts to this file:

Part 1: The lesson plan (pages 2 and 3). You may want to print this off.

Part 2: Worksheets 1, 2 and 3 (pages 4 to 6). You will have to make copies of these for your students.

Part 3: An accompanying slide show (pages 7 to 22). If you put this whole pdf file onto a memory stick, 

you will be able to transfer it onto a computer in your school and show the slideshow to your 

students in class.
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Lesson Plan (Somebody, Anybody, Nobody, Everybody)

1. Give out copies of Worksheet 1 and Worksheet 2 and get your learners to complete them by attempting to match the 

book titles with the descriptions (you may want to let them do this in pairs). Offer help with any unknown words or language, 

or give out dictionaries.

2. Once everyone has completed the worksheets, show the book slideshow. The pictures of the books should reveal 

additional information about them (i.e. clues about genre and content for example) and this should allow your learners to 

correct their answers to part 1.

3. Take back in all copies of Worksheet 1 and Worksheet 2 (this will prevent your learners from cheating during the next 

steps).

4.Write the following on the board:

Some Thing

Any One

No Body

Every Where

5. Explain to your learners that all the words on the left hand side of the box can combine with all the words on the right. Elicit 

the 16 possible combinations and then use a pointer (or your hand) to conduct the following chant:

Something, someone, somebody, somewhere

Anything, anyone, anybody, anywhere

Nothing, no one, nobody, nowhere

Everything, everyone, everybody, everywhere

6. Ask if anyone can tell you which of the combined pairs remain as two separate words (answer = ‘no one’).

7. Give out copies of Worksheet 3 for your learners to complete.

(NB You will probably have to point out, or remind your students, that there is virtually no difference between anyone

and anybody, everyone and everybody, no one and nobody, and everyone and everybody).

8. Allow your students to compare their answers with each other before showing them the slideshow again to correct 

their work.
